A.        THE SUPPLANTING ACTIVITY SHOULD BE EXPRESSED IN REPLACING SELFISHNESS WITH UNSELFISHNESS. 

  

B.        THE TRICKERY ON THE PART OF REBEKAH AND JACOB ILLUSTRATES HOW WE ARE MOVED BY OUR EMOTIONS. 

  

C.        JACOB REPRESENTS THE MAN OF SPIRITUAL INSIGHT. 

  

D.        THE THREAT OF ESAU AGAINST THE LIFE OF JACOB REPRESENTS THE INWARD REBELLION THAT WE FEEL WHEN WE CHANGE OUR THOUGHTS. 

  

V.        JACOB’S JOURNEY TO HARAN WAS FOR A DOUBLE PURPOSE: TO ESCAPE FROM ESAU AND TO FIND A WIFE. 

  

A. WHEN WE ARE GOING THROUGH AN EMOTIONAL EXPERIENCE THAT IS LEADING US UPWARD WE MAY NOT UNDERSTAND IT.
